A Beethoven discovery.This manuscript is virtually unknown to Beethoven scholarship. It  does not feature in any of the important literature to date and has not been examined or discussed by scholars in modern times. In André Meyer’s apartment the manuscript was framed and hung on the wall. The verso was invisible. In fact, this side of the manuscript contains fascinating material. 

This sketchleaf contains ideas and passagework for the piano, comprising scales, arpeggios and other figuration in a variety of keys, C major and minor, G major and minor, F minor. On the verso is a more elaborated sketch, which seems perhaps to be an idea for a piano work in F major (possibly connected with the famous "Appassionata" Sonata , op.57, dating from 1804-1805). This page would appear to contain music unknown to Beethoven scholars. The manuscript was not mentioned by Tyson, Johnson and Winter (The Beethoven Sketchbooks, Oxford, 1985), and does not appear to have been discussed elsewhere.

Other sketches containing exercises for keyboard do survive, but these are believed to date from before 1810, and were used by Beethoven as exercises for himself or for his pupils.  The ideas written at the foot of the first page seem more developer. The material on the verso seems to be actually compositional.

Aloys Fuchs purchased manuscripts of Beethoven in the auction of the late composer’s effects in 1827. Beethoven’s music evidently meant much to the Polish composer and so it was natural for Fuchs to mark Chopin’ stay in Vienna by presenting him with a souvenir of the composer, who had only been dead for four years. Chopin admired some of the older master’s  piano sonatas and had an especial liking for the opera Fidelio.
