Albrecht Dürer (1471-1528), Saint Jerome in his Study (B. 60; M., HOLL. 59), Engraving on paper, 1514, on paper without watermark, 245 x 187mm; Lot 14 sold for 85,250 GBP, estimate: 70,000-90,000 GBP. 
Saint Jerome in his Study is an original and evocative depiction of the saint, representing harmony between a life of spiritual contemplation and a life of secular interest. Dürer's ability to create the atmosphere of a warm, sunlit interior and such a detailed composition show how masterfully he handled the engraving medium.

Pablo Picasso (1881-1973), Le Repas Frugal (B. 1; BAER 2), Etching with drypoint, 1904, from La Suite des Saltimbanques, from the edition of 250, printed by Louis Fort, published by Ambroise Vollard, Paris, 1913, on Van Gelder Zonen wove paper, from La Suite des Saltimbanques, 655 x 505 mm; Lot 89 sold for 85,250 GBP, estimate: 50,000-70,000 GBP. 
Executed at the end of Picasso's blue period, Le Repas frugal was included in La Suite des Saltimbanques, a set of 15 etchings and drypoints created between 1904-1905. This work is one of the most important prints in Picasso's graphic oeuvre and was only the second work produced by the artist in the field of printmaking.
