India ink to this board, called the "copie de sécurité", in landscape format and consists of strips H16, H17, H18, which correspond to page 7 and top of page 8 for the format of the French l'Etoile Mystérieuse, 34 x 46 cm; Lot 6 sold for 234,750 EUR, estimate: 220,000 - 240,000 EUR.  
L'Étoile Mystérieuse was published in the newspaper Le Soir in 1941 as a daily strip. 

Exceptionnal strip by its unique composition, with in the foreground of the first box on the left the exploded tires of the car, the striking image of Snowy paralyzed by the melted Tar and the first appearance of Philipullus the Prophet, all carried by a twilight dimension, end of the world and served by a beautiful lettering.


Board also exceptional because it marks, still, the readers collective minds. In 2010, Luc Ferry, philosopher and Minister of National Education, reminds us with his article he addresses to this mythical move of Hergé's works in Le Figaro, entitled "Cloud: La revanche de Philippulus le prophète"...


Before the standard marketing of the album imposes the format said à la française, the stories were made in strips for their pre-publication or publication in daily newspapers such as Le Soir.



The color enhancement of the albums, with a pagination of 62 pages, forced Hergé to rethink the cutting of his own stories. Hergé must cut them in four strips but, above all, he makes using his highest skills and care (and using a light table) this copy said for security to keep the old format into three strips for a possible publication.


This strip, real museum piece, now belongs to the heritage of Hergé's work and represents a testimony of the times when Hergé still works alone.
